IMPORTANT
1. �The stabilizer jack must always be attached before lifting/lowering a load.
2. �Lifting/lowering more than 1,400 lbs. should not be attemped  

in its fully-extended position. Doing so may damage 
the truck’s receiver. Instead, position the crane  
at a higher point (as shown) and then use  
the hoist to lift/lower the load.
